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Details of evacuation procedure:

The warden will ensure that someone with a mobile phone contacts the emergency
services.

There is only one functioning external door. All people to leave directly from the nave, if
possible. If necessary, there is an alternative exit from the chancel through the vestry.
Only members of the congregation who have received training in using extinguishers
should attempt to put out a small fire, and should not put themselves or others in danger
by doing so.

The warden and/or welcomer will act as sweepers and be the last to leave the building,
having checked that nobody is in the building, particularly sacristy and Crawley Aisle
Room and toilet.

The assembly point is in the churchyard, half way between the church and the road.
The warden will ensure that nobody re-enters the building until authorised by the
emergency services.
